U As per PMO directive conveyed vide note dated 21-01-2000, the Ministry of Power
requested the Ministry of Water Resources to direct the Brahmaputra Board to
hand over Subansiri & Dihang Project to NHPC Ltd. through D.O. letter No.
16/23/99-DO(NHPC) dtd. 15-02-2000 wherein it was indicated that the
expenditure incurred by Brahmaputra Board on these projects would be paid by
NHPC Ltd.

U In pursuance of this, the MoWR directed the Brahmaputra Board to hand over
Lower Subansiri as well as Lower Dihang to NHPC with lock, stock and barrel vide
Office Memorandum No. 24/2/97-ER dtd. 22-03-2000. It was indicated in the
Office Memorandum that the expenditure incurred in creating the physical assets
in connection with the investigation of projects at all the six sites would be
reimbursed by NHPC to Brahmaputra Board.

U Brahmaputra Board worked out the expenditure incurred against the investigation
of the projects and requested NHPC Ltd. to reimburse an amount of Rs. 26.24
crore vide letter No. BB/ACS/37/2000/1 dtd. 24-03-2000.

U MoWR through its Office Memorandum No. 24/2/97-ER/102/32 dtd. 06-04-2000
constituted a committee to frame the modalities to transfer of the projects wherein
it was mentioned that the expenditure incurred by the Board might be reimbursed
by NHPC Ltd.
